Columns in CONTRACTS AND BUDGET LINES: 

Contracts and Budget Lines: Each line shows the name of one contract

that is at least partially funded by this CAN. The contracts are expandable

to show budget lines within that contract that are funded by that CAN.

Currently we are not showing all the budget lines in the contract, only

those that get funding from this CAN. The "Open in new tab" icon would

allow a user to navigate to a page about that contract overall where more

details would be available.

CAN Contribution: This column shows the amount of money that this

CAN has put towards the contract. It is the not the full value of the

contract, but rather the $ amount that is coming from this CAN. 

% of Total: This column shows the percentage of the total contract's value

that is coming from this CAN. If it is less than 100%, that means that the

contract is at least partially funded by other sources.

Additional funding sources: This column shows any other CANs that are

contributing funding towards this contract and/or budget lines. Note that

both contracts and budget lines could have multiple CANs contributing. If

you see an additional CAN in the contract line, but not in the budget line

rows when expanded, that would indicate that there are other budget

lines in this contract that are funded by that other CAN. These are

depicted here as tags that could be clicked to navigate to the CAN pages

for those other CANS. There could be zero CANs here if the contract is

solely funded by this CAN, or there could be multiple (unknown max).

Research Areas: This column is meant to capture the idea that different

contracts are associated with different Projects or Research Areas. The

term "project" in MAPS is different than the way the term "project" is used

by OPRE staff, so we avoided it here, but the idea is that this would allow

a user to potentially filter and view all the contracts that this CAN is

funding in a particular area. These are also displayed as tags that could

be clicked to navigate to summary pages on certain research areas. We

assume there could be multiple research areas for any given contract.

Research areas are associated with contracts, but not budget lines. Tags

could be abbreviations (as shown here with HS for Head Start and CC for

Childcare, or could be written out for clarity). We would assume there

would be at least one research area per contract, but there are also

contracts that relate to operational and shared expenses, so those may

need to be designated otherwise. Unknown max number of research

areas one contract would be associated with. 

Point of contact: This column would allow users to quickly identify the

person to contact for details about this contract. Not sure if this is needed.

Could potentially be clickable if OPS is including workforce planning and

might have profiles for staff members?

Date: Placeholder to investigate whether there is any date that would be

useful to users at a glance — could be a "next thing due" date, could be a

"must be billed by" date? Will be addressed in research.

Status: Similar to date — placeholder to investigate what sort of status

might be useful, if any. 

Admittedly clunky header for this table;

used to clarify the specifics of what is

displayed, not suggested as final copy.

The goal is to show what this particular

CAN is funding in this FY. The list shows

all the contracts that are at least partially

funded by the CAN. Contracts can be

expanded to show budget lines..

NOTE: None of the columns or column labels are finalized. The intention

and thinking behind them is described below.

Information in BUDGET SUMMARY: 

Funding Status table: 

Total FY Funding is the full amount that has been appropriated for that

FY. 

Funded YTD shows the amount that has been made available to OPRE;

ready to spend

Pending funds is the balance (what has not yet been transferred to OPRE)

Spending plan status table: 

Total FY Funding is the full amount that has been appropriated for that FY

(same as in the Funding Status table — should always match)

Total in process spending is what has been initiated in payments 

Remaining planned spending is what has been planned for but payments

have not yet been initiated

Unplanned (CAN balance) is what is not yet planned for. This indicates

whether there is still funding that they need to allocate, or if they have

plans that exceed the available funding (as shown here). Provides an "at a

glance" view into whether they are "in the red"

Potential additional funding: This table is meant to capture funding that

is in discussion but not yet finalized. This may not be known to the budget

officer, but a CAN lead or Division Director may want to track this. This

design suggests that users (depending on permissions) could edit these

lines or add new ones. 

Source/Description would allow a name for the potential funding to be

added

Amount is the amount being discussed

Status types are not defined; this is just indicating that there might be a

way to see how certain this funding is or where in the process it is 

Last update would show when this was last edited

Comments is included to suggest that users may want to add additional

narrative around the potential funding. No thought as to how that would

display. 

Edit icon here is included to suggest that a user could click that to change

values. The Edit icon on the bottom row is shown as disabled to suggest

that once it's "Received" there is nothing more to edit. Our assumption

here is that there would be a process that would require a budget officer

to "approve" or "confirm" this and then the amount would move up and be

folded into the Total FY Funding.

Download custom report is meant to indicate that there will likely still need

to be functionality that allows users to download a spreadsheet that

includes multiple FYs and there may be a desire to specify what fields/

columns that export includes.

Certain users should be able to edit this summary — probably only the

budget team. Not yet decided is how much of this is updated

automatically. For instance, potential funding that is approved could

automatically be reflected in the funding and planning status tables.

This link is included to suggest that there may be a desire to be able to

download this information in a spreadsheet form.

RESEARCH AREA

Blank screen used in prototype to show that the

research area tags could link to pages that show more

info about those research areas, such as what that

research area is about, what contracts are part of it,

how much funding overall is going into it, other

metrics, etc.

CAN

Blank screen used in prototype to show that clicking

on other CANs would take a user to the overview

page for that CAN (which would presumably follow the

same design as they one they are coming from) CONTRACT

Blank screen used in prototype to show that clicking

on the "open in a new window" icon next to the

contract name would take a user to a page with more

details on that contract. This would presumably show

all the budget lines, more details about what has been

billed/invoiced, info about the vendor, etc.
